3. Challenges to the ideological and political education of college students in the era of

3.1 Civic education subject-object interaction effect is not satisfactory enough

rapid development of the network, although the boundaries between teachers and college students 

are gradually blurred, the subject-object identity still exists, coupled with the lack of a more 

effective communication platform between teachers and college students, college students don't 
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have many opportunities to communicate with teachers, resulting in a lack of effective interaction 

between the subject and the object of Civic and Political Education, and a certain gap between the 

effect of the interaction and the expected goal. 

3.2 Insufficient innovation in the content of ideological and political education 

Under the environment of the rapid development of all kinds of media such as Jitterbug, 

microblogging and WeChat, the content of ideological and political education for college students 

should also be continuously updated. However, according to the current situation, the content 

innovation of ideological and political education in colleges and universities is not enough, which 

affects the effect of ideological and political education of college students. Firstly, deeply 

influenced by traditional teaching concepts, some teachers are not sufficiently adapted to the new 

education concepts and new education methods, and despite the fact that multimedia will be used 

for teaching in most cases, they still adopt the indoctrination teaching method, and the application 

of the media network technology floats above the surface and lacks the incorporation of new 

ideological and political education materials; secondly, some of the contents of the ideological and 

political education are not sufficiently updated, and the teachers fail to fully connect theoretical 

knowledge of ideology and politics with life realities when teaching.

3.3 The environment of ideological and political education for college students is becoming 

more and more complex 

In the context of the all-media era, the way of ideological and political education of college 

students, the way of student learning, the way of communication and so on have changed, but at the 

same time, the environment of ideological and political education of college students has become 

more and more complex. In the Internet environment, information is gradually showing a trend of 

explosive growth, and media such as microblogging, jitterbugging, and Baidu have become 

important channels for college students to obtain information. However, the ideological values of 

college students have not yet completed maturity, and they are unable to accurately distinguish the 

undesirable information on the network, and money worship, hedonism and other influences on the 

values of college students, which is not conducive to the physical and mental health of college 

students' personal growth. 

4. Response Strategies for Ideological and Political Education of College Students in the 

All-Media Era 

4.1 Improve the construction of social platforms in colleges and universities to cultivate 

high-quality Civic and Political Education Objects 

To address the problem of insufficient interaction effect of the subject and object of Civic and 

Political Education, colleges and universities should actively improve the construction of school 

social platforms, promote efficient interaction between teachers and college students, improve the 

interaction effect, and cultivate high-quality Civic and Political Education Objects. First,To 

cultivate high-quality Civic and political education objects, college students should have a sense of 

independent learning, and can watch Civics-related learning videos through platforms such as 

"Learning Power" and "Mucous Class". You can also watch red classic movies and TV dramas to 

understand the history of the revolution and learn the spirit of the revolution; secondly, college

students should set up a correct concept of the network, make clear that they play an important role 

in the construction of the network society, and transmit social positive energy; finally, college 

students should improve their self-restraint, reasonably plan the daily time for study and 

entertainment, carry out network activities in a restrained manner, combine labor with leisure, and 

make sure that you can study and relax without missing a beat, and develop good online habits [4]. 

The second is to improve the construction of social platforms in colleges and universities. Secondly, 

to improve the construction of social platform in colleges and universities, colleges and universities 

should combine the existing educational resources to strengthen and improve the construction of 

school social platforms, such as opening a separate theme module for Civic and Political Education 

on the campus official website, supporting comments and sharing, and increasing the daily punch 

card challenge small activities to attract college students to participate. At the same time, colleges 

and universities should arrange for Civics educators to respond to the problems raised by college 

students in a timely manner, trace the root causes, and guide students to solve problems in a timely 

manner. It is also possible to carry out regular weekly live webcast classes on Civics education, with 

Civics teachers taking turns to give lectures to college students, such as using hot topics of the times 

as material for in-depth discussions and exchanges with college students, and solving their problems 

and answering their questions. By creating a specialized communication channel, it helps to 

enhance the communication between teachers and students, improve the interactive effect, and help 

college students establish correct ideological concepts. 

4.2 Digging deep into the local red cultural resources to culture people 

Regarding the problem of insufficient innovation in the content of ideological and political 

education, colleges and universities should dig deep into the local red cultural resources, so that the 

red cultural elements can be combined with the content of the ideological and political education, 

and at the same time, strengthen the extracurricular practical teaching to promote the combination 

of theoretical teaching and practical teaching, so as to culture the people. First, teachers should pay 

attention to the classroom teaching of Civics+Red Culture. Teachers of Civics and Political Science 

in colleges and universities can first use multimedia to play red culture-related film and television 

clips or short videos to introduce the content to be explained in this class; then build a problematic 

situation, layer by layer, and guide college students to independently observe the teaching video or 

communicate with classmates to discuss. During the period, the teacher should change his role, take 

the initiative to participate in the students' discussion, real-time expression of their own ideas and 

insights, to create a good classroom atmosphere; finally, the organization of classroom 

performances, the knowledge of the course interspersed with the script, the students through the 

practice of acting, can deepen the understanding of the theoretical knowledge, to learn the spirit of 

the revolution such as hard work and perseverance and bravery, and to cultivate college students' 

ideological and moral literacy. Secondly, Schools can carry out extracurricular red-themed practical 

teaching activities. Schools to class is as a unit. Through the ideological and political educators to 

organize college students offline, who can visit the revolutionary shrine, revolutionary memorials 

and other red attractions can carry out offline theory + practice small classroom. At the same time, 

after the activity, college students are encouraged to participate in the Shake Shack activity, 

shooting the activity video and discovering their own feelings, spreading the red culture and passing 

on the revolutionary spirit.

On the 

one hand, the relevant departments should increase the supervision and management of the content 

output of various online platforms, incorporate WeChat, Weibo and other media platforms into the 

scope of supervision, and focus on the establishment of a content audit system. With digital 

technology support, all-round and intelligent monitoring of the whole process of content release, 

grasp the source and control the quality of content output. For example, the published content of 

sensitive word search, once found to have sensitive words, the system can automatically release 

information to remind, standardise the quality of content output; on the other hand, on the network 

of personal attacks, invasion of others' privacy, release of untrue statements and other malpractices, 

the relevant departments should increase the punishment, and continue to optimise the social media 

environment, to provide an environment for the development of ideological and political network 

education for college students and protection. Second, optimise the campus media environment.
