2.2 Daily residential language

People cannot live without the houses they live in. Unlike Chinese people, Westerners also use
local materials to live in, and their style and methods of building houses are inevitably different from
those of China. The main building materials used in British and American countries are stone, bricks,
tiles, logs, wood, and so on. Many everyday English expressions are also related to building materials.
For example, "heart of stone"; Stone by stone (stacking stones on top of each other, gradually
accumulating); "Cannot see the wood for the trees"; "Dead wood" and so on.
