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3) The application of single-stage whip-shaped Antenna and the measurement arrangement for 
automobile parts will inevitably lead to the common-mode interference voltage entering the 
receiver, which will influence the measurement result. Changing the output cable of 
whip-shaped antenna to fiber-optic will overcome the common-mode interference 
fundamentally, and the research on this kind of receiver also needs to be further strengthened. 
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
